At The CW’s event,
“Gossip Girl’s” Blake Lively showed how to
wear a lightly metallic sheath: Be tall and
leggy and completely fat-free. It was a very
classy look, unlike the waitresses wearing
CW-green wigs, flimsy lace minidresses,
knee-high mesh stockings and black vinyl
biker cuffs with black F-me spike heels
that must have made doing their jobs cru-
el and unusual punishment. The Pussycat
Dolls may be gone from The CW, but they
aren’t forgotten by resident fetish freaks.
